The Abstract has to be written in English with Times-Roman letters. The number of lines of the Abstract body should not exceed 35 lines.
The Abstract must contain the full name and full address of author/s. In the case of joint authorships, the name of the author who will actually present the paper at the Congress should be indicated with asterisk. 
Abstracts can only be accepted on the understanding that they will be presented at the Conference.
